Buildings & Grounds Projects 
 

Three projects are planned which we’d like to make  

parishioners aware of.  If you have any issues with these, 

please let Fr. Brian know before Tuesday, September 5, 

2017. 
 

1.  Remove 4 pews (2 on each side) from the back of our 

Askeaton church.  This is to increase our gathering space 

(especially during winter), and provide more space for 

informational displays.  The pews would either be made 

available to parishioners, or repurposed in the church 

space. 
 

2.  Dismantle the old confessional booth at Askeaton.  

Refurbish and refinish it, and erect it at our Wrightstown 

church (most likely in the back of church).  This is to  

provide a confessional space which is more readily visible 

and transparent, which Safe Environment standards ask. 
 

3.  Relocate the tabernacles at our Askeaton and Green-

leaf churches to a position at the head of the sanctuary. 

Church teaching on this has changed little, but interpreta-

tions over the years have.  The relocation is to serve as a 

visible, symbolic reminder that the Lord (especially pre-

sent in the Eucharist) is at the head of our Catholic lives.
