Did you know that in the Catholic religion, we have three kinds of priests!

October 28th, 2018 1. The “high priest” is Jesus himself. He is the source of all priesthood. He offered his entire

life to God the Father for all of us. He opened the gates of heaven to all people who choose to follow him.

2. The “ministerial priesthood” are the bishops and priests that we know in our Church. They share in the high priesthood
of Christ, and serve “as another Christ” at the Mass, offering the sacrifice of Christ. This sacrifice is never repeated, but
the once-and-for-all sacrifice is made present to us at each celebration.

3. WE. ALL THE PEOPLE OF THE BODY OF CHRIST, are also priests! In the first letter of Peter it says: “you are a
chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people for God’s own.” This is the “common priesthood of the faith-
ful”. We are chosen by God because of Christ’s sacrifice. What sacrifice do we offer to God? We offer ourselves to
him. We do that every day in all that we do. At Mass, especially, when the priest offers the sacrificial gifts to God, we
join him in that, and offer our lives along with the sacrifice of Christ.

As we celebrate priesthood Sunday this year, let us thank God for the gift of this “royal priesthood”, and for the gift of the
ministerial priesthood that is so important to us and strengthens our faith. And, at the same time, let us petition the Father to
raise up more men for the ministerial priesthood, and for all the other gifts of ministry: deacons, sisters, brothers, lay minis-
ters and teachers, and strong, faith-filled parents.
